The Harvest will start from Società Umanitaria and will take place in several locations of the city (parks, gardens, galleries, museums, shops…), where artists will realize installations set on the topic of Nature and Gardens, in order to sensitize visitors of nature and healty food matters, through poetic and artistic language.

From 29th  to 31th March,the Harvest will officially start into the fifteenth-century spaces of Umanitaria with an opening, Art Catering, Convention on Art and Food, photographic exhibition, installation of Gardens by AOrtisti, and tasting of products with some makers.
Project under construction.
1. Origins and motivations:

Three years ago the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the UN and the FAO, invited ‘Art to eat’ to present a project for the World Food Day celebration. This call adds up to the spread and rich attention for food manipulation, to the consequent nutritional problems, as well as the more and more dramatic problem of the world famine.

It is an appeal that involves the entire society and every individual person, implicating the whole planet, so that art contribution cannot fail.
That’s why Art to eat eating Art has began with Artist’s Garden: from Sowing to Harvest and is going on inviting artists to act themselves representing with their art problems of food and nutrition.
2. Aims of the project:

The MISSION is to make people aware of the importance of a healthy nutrition, to respond to FAO and UN call against world famine and underline the importance of agriculture for a balanced development both human and economic. In this way we want to give our contribution to the project “Feed the planet, energy for life” fostered by EXPO 2015.
3. Territorial areas of interest:

Local – regional – national – international.

The project involves local areas first (city of Milan and hinterland), but is extended also in the regional and national contest and abroad, including all those artists and associations which share our same intents toward culture and social issues (among our partners: NaturArte, Planet Life Economy Foundation, Cooperativa Il Raccolto).
4.Dates
After the opening of 29-30-31 March at Umanitaria, the Harvest will go on until April 2012 in different locations of Milan in conjunction with Miart and Salone del mobile.

The global project Artist’s Garden: from Sowing to Harvest includes, in addition to the key moments of Sowing and Harvest, several fringe activities:

 - Artist’s Gardens in some squares of towns near Milan (Parabiago and some more).

 - Piatto del Food Design – Milan - October 2011

 - Panettone Party – Milan - 23/28 November 2011

 - Depur Art Lab Gallery. Experimentation of a new art gallery in the purification plant of Milan Nosedo. 

 - Fringe activities MiArt e Salone del Mobile – Milan - April 2012

 - Artist’s Dish – Milano - April/ May 2012

 - Beauty Garden – Milan, probably June 2012

 - NaturArte – Bertonico (Lodi)  - June 2012

 - Artist’s Dish – Venice – July/August 2012
We are also engaged in a project with the collaboration of Assessorato ai Sistemi Verdi e Parchi of Regione Lombardia which is under construction and to update.
5.Prominent factors
