E.A.T. – Exporting Art Together project is the demonstration that globalization is not 
synonymous of uniformity, but it can (and it must) espouse ideas like those of exchange, 
acquaintance and trust. 
Export finds its perfect symmetry in import, and both these terms involve an exchange 

which, in turn, it has to be based on trust - built through acquaintance. It is not by chance 

that E.A.T. is also an acronym of Exchange, Acquaintance and Trust. These three words - 

which in contemporary world are seldom used in a natural way - could be the basic 

ingredients to create a tasty dish, suitable for all. Following this mission, E.A.T. inserts itself 

within Expo2015’s discourse, with the objective of gathering young people from every part 

of the world who, thanks to the universal language of Art, can propose useful recipes in 

order to demonstrate that even young generations are here and they want know the world, 

know each other and create; create a more sustainable world for themselves and for 

future generations. Linked to these broad issues there is also another important theme in 

which young people are involved: Food and Body. Nowadays, everyone is exposed to an 

increasing number of pictures by means of the social network, advertising campaign and 

television. Young in their teens are those who mainly risk to be negatively affected by 

these ambiguous messages. 

By shading a positive light on the communication means, E.A.T. – Exporting Art Together 

becomes a video installation where the pictures tell the thoughts of the young artists. They 

are active thoughts for which the screen is used as a means for express themselves and not 

for absorbing passively the thousands of incentives to which we are subjected everyday. 

Moreover, among the objectives of the project there is an engagement in encouraging 

communication and cooperation between different cultural contexts. We have achieved 

this important result thanks to the active and continuous cooperation with the Hamburg 

Fine Arts Academy (http://www.hfbk-hamburg.de/en/). Indeed, Arte da mangiare 

mangiare Arte and E.A.T. – Exporting Art Together are now the project partners of 

Feeding the Mind an initiative aimed at engaging the participants of E.A.T. – Exporting Art
